DRIVING FROM THE HENRY FORD CENTENNIAL LIBRARY TO THE
DEARBORN INN:
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1. When leaving the Henry Ford Centennial Library, you will make a Michigan
left turn: first turn right onto Michigan Ave, then get into the left lane to turn
left at the turn around.

2. Travel west on Michigan Ave for 2.1 miles.

. Turn left (south) onto Oakwood Boulevard.
4. Travel south on Oakwood Boulevard for 0.95 miles.
5. The Dearborn Inn will be on your right. Some parking is available on the

front side of the hotel, and additional parking is available on the backside of
the hotel. Parking on the backside of the hotel is nearest to the ballroom.
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
