President’s Report – Jeannine Creazzo

Committee Reports

SCILS meeting update - - they want the NJ area Library groups to petition

the state to add more resources (faculty, space)  to SCILS as they can not accommodate all applicants.  Librarians are graying.

 Director of Administration/Bylaws, Mary K. Joyce – Mary K. will be going over the new recommended procedures.

Director of Communications, Carol Feltes – Nothing reported.
Bulletin Editors, Cathy Adamo/ Kristen Fitzpatrick- Kristen sent the bulletin draft out last night, including pictures from the SLA Toronto conference.  Kristen will be asking Barbara if she wants to participate in the next bulletin. If anyone can suggest someone to worko n the bulletin, contact Arda.
Business Manager, Kathy Bradshaw-  Nothing to report.
Consultant, Janet Weiss – There has been no progress with consultation in the Northern sector this year and unfortunately no progress with the Star Ledger. The newspaper informed Janet that they don't think they will be pursuing this topic as a story. They told her “This is not an anti-library position on their part. But as you may imagine, we're pitched dozens of stories a week and we have to evaluate each on the merits of news and overall interest.  I would suggest the following. Around the start of the year, we'll be revamping our small business coverage. Included in that will be a weekly Q&A. While, I'm making no promises, perhaps you or your group can be included then.”

This meeting was especially well attended.  Coming up next: meeting on healthcare librarianship in February and on law libraries in March. April - not decided yet, but probably something career-related. Pam Rollo is still in the pipeline somewhere as well.”
Old Business

Widharto – Kristen suggested to recruit someone to create a page for Widharto, possibly through SCILS.
Scholarship- Jeannine e-mailed a draft for review.  She is looking for feedback, suggestions for the draft. Liz suggested calling it a scholarship ( not contest) and limiting it to students in library and information sciences residing current in New Jersey.  They would need to show proof of residency.  She also suggested that the  application packet include a recommendation from a faculty member.  Jeannine asked when to present this. Ruth said depends on Carol’s programming plan (Carol was not in attendance this meeting to respond) and pending other changes made to the draft.  Question on which fund the money comes out of…Jeannine will find out for the next meeting. When finalized, Ruth will send to the Spaulding family to let them know about the newly created scholarship in Frank’s honor.

New Business 

Hurricane Katrina donation to the American Red Cross  Jeannine asked if donation should be made and how much.  Board members suggested more than $25.00  Later e-mail motion from Jeannine recommended $100.00   Ruth seconded the motion as did Liz, so motion was approved.

Advertising rates for the bulletin  Kristen received a solicitation from California to place an ad in our bulletin and questioned how to handle. She checked other chapters which showed a range of ad charges and procedures. Liz said we stopped accepting such ads when we went to digital.  It was decided that we didn’t want to make too much money as an non-profit.  Suggested board discuss again. Ruth suggested that the additional money could be used to keep costs down for future meetings. Jeannine suggested using money for professional development activities.

Chapter Survey  Jeannine said we haven’t surveyed since 2003.  Possible topics include future locations of meetings, topics for meetings, professional development activities, etc.

Chapter Sponsored Day Trip/Library Visit  Ideas for trips included Hersey, QVC libraries and others.  Money from ads could possibly be used to subsidize.  Possible topic for survey.
SLA Task Force  Jeannine asked who was sitting on the Task Force.  Barbara was on one, as were Liz and Jeannine (Alliance and Partners Task Force). 
Motion to adjourn was made by Ruth and seconded by Liz.  Meeting ended at 11:11 am.
