         NJ SLA Board Meeting Minutes

September 25, 2006

Teleconference

President Ruth Wolfish called the board meeting to order at 11am.

Approval of minutes

August 2006 meeting minutes approved by Arda Agulian and seconded by Jeannine Creazzo.

President’s Report, Ruth Wolfish
Chapter funding of members to SLA Annual. 

Should we offer our overseas Twin either funding of all but 10% of his/hers SLA 

annual dues and offer a set amount to bring them to the SLA annual meeting?

Dues and SLA annual OR dues alone OR not to do this in 2006/7?
The decision was made to defer the issue on funding a Twin until 2007 so new board can determine the budget appropriately.
Should we offer to our members &/or officers funding to attend the SLA annual 

meeting?  If so, do we require them to go to the Leadership meeting on Sunday 

morning and write a report for the Board ?  Do we offer a stated amount (we already offer to pay for our Pres and PE to attend the Leadership Summit and if they can not go then we may offer it to other officers)?
According to SLA National survey/Linda Broussard 

52 respondents (out of 56) said YES their chapters fund their officers to attend the Leadership Summit &/or SLA annual meeting. The average amount is about $800.

Support ranges from $300 to $3,000.  

The specific question of whom they fund is not asked on the form.  From what I understand, they would fund the chapter president and president-elect, if their employer will not fund and others if money is available.  
Jeannine suggested the board set criteria for funding. For example, if member is funded to attend a meeting they should be required to create a report on the meeting topic. 
Liz suggested we determine what dollar amount we can commit to for the year. 

The board decided to move a decision on this issue until 2007 for the new board can investigate further.
Update on newsletter vs blog communication going forward
Arda created survey to capture the chapter’s interest in creating a blog or maintaining the newsletter. 13 responses were received so far. Arda was going to reproduce the survey in SurveyMonkey so respondents remain anonymous. Annette suggested that the survey be changed to reflect the benefits of each rather than have the respondents choose one form over another.
