International. About a mile from the convention center is the Maryland Historical Society’s H.
Furlong Baldwin Library. The library covers four centuries of Maryland history and serves 12,000
researchers a year. This library is open to the public and provides access to a very extensive collection of
historical documents. The library is very beautiful and just what you might imagine an historic research
library should be. The reading room has been restored to its 1917 appearance, has a vaulted ceiling and
large wooden tables. Visitors are kept warm by the metal radiator heaters spread throughout the room.
Visitors are first impressed with the surrounding book stacks which occupy two levels.

O ne of the great things about going to the SLA conference is exploring the surrounding sites of the host

The librarian had set aside a collection of special items for us to view
in a secondary reading room. We saw a manuscript from 1634 written
by Father Andrew White. His “Relatio itneris” constitutes the
authority recognizing Maryland as a Catholic colony. We also enjoyed seeing a Benjamin Banneker
almanac from the 1790s. Banneker, a son of a former slave, was a self-taught scholar of mathematics and
astronomy. In 1791, he was hired by George Washington to join Pierre Charles L’Enfant’s team of
architects to survey our nation’s capital. Also among this library’s varied collection was a hand drawn
diagram of John Wilkes Booth’s escape route from the Ford Theater. On the final table was a collection of
photographs of the Beatles 1964 visit to Baltimore.

As you can see all aspects of Maryland’s history are represented in the library’s collection. This tour was a
nice bonus to the conference.

other, a staff writer for the C ; ! , presents a detailed account of the investigation and
R subsequent trial of Kristin Rossum. Ms. Rossum, a former toxicologist with the San Diego County
Medical Examiner’s Office, was accused and convicted in the murder of her husband, Greg de Villers,

by using toxic doses of the drug, fentanyl.

Rother provides excellent background regarding Rossum’s upbringing and her bouts with methamphetamine
addiction. Rother details how the couple met in Mexico, after Rossum went there to escape problems associ-
ated with her drug use. Rother writes of Rossum’s studies at SDSU, and her employment at the medical exam-
iner’s office. She describes Rossum’s extramarital affair with her boss, Michael Robertson, a toxicologist
from Australia.

The author describes the work of the San Diego Police Department in the investi-
gation of Greg de Villers’ death. Originally, his death appeared to be an acciden-
tal suicide. But, as the investigation progressed, evidence linking Rossum to her
husband’s death mounted and eventually resulted in her conviction. Rother pro-
vides detailed descriptions of the evidence and testimony presented at Rossum’s
trial. She also relates the aftermath of Rossum’s conviction, and the effect it has
had on her family.

The book includes several pages of photographs depicting events in the couples’
lives, evidence used in the investigation and trial, and key players in the case.
There are several references to San Diego landmarks throughout the book, which makes it especially of inter-
est to local readers.

I found myself trying to remember the media coverage of the case while reading the book. The book provides
much more detailed information than was provided in the media coverage from what I can remember. This
detail helps the reader understand how the jury arrived at its verdict.

The writing is geared toward a general audience, and is a relatively quick read. The book can be found in the
“true crime” sections of most popular bookstores in the area.
