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WHAT IS THE FUTURE OF SPECIAL LIBRARIES? 
 

��his question has been posed in various arenas for some time. But did you realize there are other interested parties 
asking this same question? I’m speaking of our library vendors. Once I realized this, it was clear to me why EOS 
International would host a focus group on this very question. 

 
On March 30, I attended a meeting in Carlsbad with 
several other SLA folks. In attendance were Janice 
Lachance and Rebecca Vargha. There were also several 
other presidents including Kevin Manion (NY), Dave 
Cappoli (LA), and Georgia Scura (Conn). Karen Reczek 
was there as the SLA Knowledge Management Division 
chair. 
 
The meeting consisted of each of us relating our specific 
work environment and giving our perception of libraries 
in the future. Kevin and Karen have transitioned to 
knowledge managers very successfully. Each has grown 
from a specific library situation to now overseeing and 
incorporating additional corporate information centers 
outside the library. As we continued our discussion, we 
concluded that electronic resources would continue to 
increase and perhaps dominate information centers. 
Consider what this would mean to a vendor such as EOS 
who has concentrated on library catalogs. As we get rid of most of our collections, their market is shrinking. 
 
EOS has successfully developed their product by listening to their customers and incorporating customer suggestions 
into their product. It is understandable that they would again seek input from librarians to define their position in the 
future. I’m not sure we were able to give them what they were seeking. We basically said they would have to “do their 
homework” and find perhaps parallel markets that they could serve while continuing with their primary market. In other 
words, they could assist librarians in the transition to knowledge managers by developing products that could help 
customers incorporate additional information centers into the library. 
 
The phrase for the future is “Connections not Collections.”

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SLA-SD CHAPTER MEETING ON COMPETITIVE INTELLIGENCE 
Paula Simon 

 

�� t the March chapter meeting, attendees were treated to a lively presentation of Competitive Intelligence 
from speakers Mark Gediman and Kim Abbey at the beautiful new Serra Mesa-Kearny Mesa Public 
Library. 

 
Competitive Intelligence (CI) has many definitions. Mark offered his definition of CI as: “Information 
gathered and analyzed with the purpose of making the firm more competitive in an ever-changing 
marketplace.” CI enables a firm or 
organization to strategize to eliminate 
the element of surprise, identify new 
business opportunities or markets, and 
check the pulse of competitors, among 
other things. 
 
What sets CI apart from research alone 
is the added analysis or interpretation 
of the data. This “added analysis” 
often takes the form of an executive 
summary placed at the beginning of 
the report. However, the analysis can 
also be as simple as a pie chart, graph, 
or bullet points. 
 
Performing effective CI research requires the ability to analyze and draw conclusions as well as good 
communications skills. Brevity is also important – if you don’t want to read the final results, neither will your 
clients. 
 
Kim stressed that it is important to define the research question – the researcher will need to carry out a 
reference interview in order to determine the objective and scope of the research. 
 
Many of the sources of information for CI include news sources and other information that’s already available 
for public consumption. In addition, don’t be afraid to use the phone to gather information as people usually 
have a story to tell. It is important not to underestimate the value of human knowledge. 
 
Finally, management needs to know that the process for CI is labor-intensive, thereby requiring a staff, so it is 
important keep metrics to show how many CI reports are being produced.

Martin, Ann N. Food Pets Die For: Shocking Facts Ab out Pet Food , 2nd ed..

$�pon hearing about the pet food recall, I started researching ways to provide my feline family with a 
healthier diet. One of the books I discovered during my web-surfing was Ms. Martin’s book. The first 
edition of her book was published in 1997, and the current edition was published in 2003. Her 

investigations uncovered details about the pet food industry that will likely upset many responsible pet 
guardians. 
 
Ms. Martin describes the process of “rendering” meat for use in pet food. Rendered meat that becomes 
ingredients in a lot of commercial pet food could include sick farm animals unfit for human consumption, road 
kill, and euthanized pets from animal shelters and veterinary offices (plastic bags in which the animals are 
contained as well as collars and tags on the pets may also be thrown into rendering vats as well).. Her research 
found that sodium pentobarbital, the drug used to euthanize many companion animals, is not destroyed in the 
rendering process. Traces of the drug have been found in pet food, thereby exposing pets to the drug. 
 
Furthermore, farm animals that may have diseases transmittable to other animals—i.e., forms of spongiform 
encephalopathy—are permitted for use in pet food although restricted from human consumption. Ms. Martin 
states that between 1990 and 2002, approximately 90 cats have contracted and died from feline spongiform 
encephalopathy (FSE) for eating pet food from infected animals. The first documented cat death from FSE was 
in 1990 in the United Kingdom. Ms Martin asserts that “downer” animals—farm animals that are too sick to be 
used for human consumption—are permitted for use in animal feed. She states that if the animals are infected 
with a disease transmissible to other animals, pets may be at risk from consuming the meat from these sick 
animals. 
 
Ms. Martin also discusses the numerous experiments on animals conducted by many pet food manufacturers. 
Animals in these experiments suffer pain and are usually killed, while the manufacturers justify their actions 
by citing the supposed health benefits from their pet food products. 
 
The book also includes a chapter on natural and organic pet food brands, as well as recipes for homemade 
meals. I did review some of the recipes, and there appears to be one that uses onions in a cat food recipe and 
one that uses onion powder in a dog food recipe. Onions can be toxic to cats and dogs (see: http://
amos.indiana.edu/library/scripts/toxiconions.html ), so it is advisable to consult your veterinarian before using 
any of these recipes. This apparent oversight does not invalidate the bulk of the research presented in the book, 
which is documented in the endnotes at the back of the book. 
 
The final chapter provides information on actions we as consumers can take to ensure that our companion 
animals are getting healthy and wholesome food. She provides the contact information for major pet food 
manufacturers, and lists of questions to ask about their products. She states that the only U.S. government 
agency that has a role in regulating pet food is the FDA’s Center for Veterinary Medicine, and its main 
concern is that the labels accurately reflect health claims asserted by the pet food producers. 
 
The book is still in print, and is available from various online book vendors. It is also available for circulation 
from several branches of the San Diego Public Library (www.sandiego.gov/public-library/).
