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Board & Council Meeting Minutes 
Friday, October 8, 2004 

 
The Board and Advisory Council of the Texas 
Chapter met at the University of Texas at San 
Antonio, downtown campus at 9:00 AM, Friday, 
October 8, 2004.  The meeting was called to 
order by chapter President Aaron Buchanan.  
At that time the group was welcomed by Mary 
Peters, Assistant Director of the Regional 
Office of the South-West Texas Border Small 
Business Development Center (SBDC) of the 
Institute for Economic Development at the 
University of Texas at San Antonio.  The other 
attendees at the meeting included; President-
Elect Judith Johnson, Second Vice President 
Marie Bloechle, Secretary Paulette Hasier, 
Treasurer Robert Ruliffson, Director-at-Large 
Marcia Schemper-Carlock, San Antonio Area 
Planning Group Chair Janifer Meldrum, and 
Austin Area Planning Group Chair Sheryl 
Farley. Past President David Liserio and 
Affirmative Action Chair Irene Cordova were 
available for part of the meeting via 
teleconference. 
 

1. Bob Ruliffson motioned and Marcia 
Schemper-Carlock seconded the motion 
to waive the reading of the minutes from 
the March 5, 2004 meeting. 

 
2. Bob Ruliffson proceeded to give the 

treasurer's report. He stated that our  

assets have decreased slightly from 
$35,162.93 to $33,369.21. Last year, we 
budgeted to spend $10K+ more than we 
took in. We never seem to spend as much 
as we budget for. This year, we are also 
budgeting to spend $10K+ more than we 
expect to take in. If we actually do spend at 
this level, it will be all right, because we 
have the money. Bob also stated that the 
main source of income is the membership 
allotment and that the biggest expense to 
the budget from the previous year was the 
open house in Nashville (approximately 
$3000). Other budget items discussed were 
a possible increase from advertising 
revenue from $500 to $1000 according to 
Marcia and the possibility that Aaron may 
not have to use his $1750 allotment to 
attend the annual conference and 
leadership conference.   A motion was 
proposed by Marcia Schemper-Carlock to 
accept the budget and was seconded by 
Marie Bloechle.

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3. Marie Bloechle gave the 
Communications Committee report.  
The “Lone Star Librarian” newsletter will 
be published on a quarterly schedule 
with specific dates and the lead 
editorship would rotate between Marie 
and Amy Degner. The September and 
March issues would be Marie’s, the 
December and June issues would be 
Amy’s.  The submission dates are as 
follows: September issue – October 15, 
December issue – January 14, March 
issue – April 15, and June issue – July 
15.  Marie also reviewed items that 
should be in each issue including:  
President’s Message, lead article, Board 
minutes, and member and local group 
news (promotions, job changes, life 
changes, etc.).  New suggestions for the 
newsletter included a focus on Texas 
library schools (Amy Degner), having 
students submit papers to the newsletter 
(Marcia Schemper-Carlock), and a 
feature on bad or funny reference 
questions (Aaron Buchanan).  Marcia 
stated that the ad rates would stay the 
same, the newsletter will feature 3 full-
page ads and that she anticipates that 
the current advertisers will renew their 
contracts. Marie is planning on 
distributing the Texas Chapter 
newsletter to other SLA distribution lists, 
per SLA’s bulletin editor guidelines.  
 

4.  Aaron led a discussion about statewide 
meetings.  He suggested that in lieu of a 
Fall/Winter statewide meeting that each 
local area planning group hold an event 
in their city before the end of the year 
(December).  Marcia is planning a 
Dallas/Fort Worth area meeting in 
October entitled “Tips and Tricks” and it 
will include short member presentations 
with best practices. 

 
5. Sheryl reported on an event that she 

held in Austin last May.  The event was 
a dinner party at her house and she had 

between 40-50 members and their 
significant others attend. She had the 
event catered and she believed it was 
successful because it was held on a 
Friday evening and she sent invitation 
by email. 

 
6. Janifer reported that she would like to 

hold a program on using government 
documents and has asked San Antonio 
Public Library government documents 
librarian Wilson Plunkett to speak, 
however it has been difficult to confirm a 
date and time.  The local group has 
been having Dutch treat get-togethers 
almost every month, but has not had a 
program meeting recently. 
 

7. Marcia suggested that we revisit the 
idea of the vendor Lone Star Awards.  
She has volunteered to be in charge of 
collecting the award nominations.  
Marcia further proposed that we 
reinstate the “Texas Star” vendor 
representative award and that the 
Executive Board will take the 
nominations and has the final decision 
on the awards.  Marie suggested that 
we present the award at the statewide 
meeting accompanied by a plaque and 
a press release in the newsletter.  Aaron 
suggested that the Executive Board vote 
on this matter. Marcia made the motion 
and Bob seconded the motion. 

 
8. Aaron led the discussion about the 

Chapter Procedures Manual and 
Chapter ByLaws.  He suggested that we 
appoint a person to look over these 
documents and Mike Zimmerman was 
suggested for this task.  Aaron stated 
that as he understands the new Chapter 
Governing Documents it will allow the 
chapter to free us up from unused 
positions, such as Consultation Chair, 
and that it will also allow for more 
flexibility for terms of office.  Aaron also 
mentioned that the Leadership Code of
